 If you havenõt heard by now, WE PASSED!!  We have been reaccredited by 
SACS/CASI for another five years.  On Tuesday and Wednesday, Sept. 22 and 23 we 
had our Quality Assurance Review, a team of three members who came to our school 
for two entire days observing us in action, talking and interviewing faculty, staff, par-
ents, students and invited stakeholders, watching morning drop off and dismissal, 
and learning all that they could about our school.  The QAR team consisted of Janet 
Beaman, chair, from Greenfield School in Wilson, Debra Moss from Banks Elementary 
School in Kinston, and Claudia Klavon from St. Mary Magdelene in Apex.  They had 
such wonderful things to say about our school.  òThe teamó saw that we were doing 
everything that we wrote in our Standard Assessment Review, and they were im-
pressed.  Thank you to all of the faculty, staff, parents, and students who helped make 
it happen, and a special thank you to Madeleine Mahar who chaired this review and 
pulled it all together.  Our school has never looked better (or cleaner!!).  As someone 
once said, òIt takes a party to make you clean the house like it should be done.ó 

    And now itõs on to October.  This week is IOWA testing week for grades 3-8 
throughout the Diocese, and last week the 5th grade took the CogAt.  Thank you for 
getting your well-rested children here on time and keeping them home if they were 
sick.  We would rather have them make up the part they have missed than to do 
poorly on the test because they were ill.  Please call the office, if possible, to let us 
know your child is sick, and remember to send in a written excuse when your child 
returns. 

    Speaking of illness; we have had several confirmed cases of swine flu and a higher 
number of absences this week due to illness.  PLEASE keep your child home for an ex-
tra 24 hours after they are fever-free without medication, and free of diarrhea or 
vomiting.  If you are called to take a sick child home, please come promptly to avoid 
exposure to others.  This Swine flu is highly contagious even though most people are 
not as sick as with the regular seasonal flu.  Please refer to the prevention guidelines 
on our website and in the September Wildcat Monthly.  We strongly encourage eve-
ryone to get a regular flu shot, and the H1N1 vaccine when it becomes available.  The 
Health Department will be here on Oct. 19th to give the FluMist for those students 
who signed up. 

    The Halloween Carnival will be here just as soon as we recover from testing, on 
Thursday, October 22 from 3:30-8:00.  Kelly Hudson and her team of room-moms are 
hard at work getting ready.  Please remember;  we need EVERY FAMILY to volunteer,   
to help and to participate!

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 MORNING TRAFFIC UPDATE  

 St. Peterõs School is grateful to all of our morning drop-off volunteers who work on 
Brother Patrick Drive and 4th Street every morning from 7:45 until 8:00 AM.  These parents 
do a job that would otherwise have to be done by teachers who need to be in classrooms 
with students. 

 Occasionally during morning drop-off, a high volume of eastbound vehicles on 4th Street 
causes two heavy lines of drop-off traffic to form in front of the school.  This makes it diffi-
cult for cars to pull away from the curb after unloading.  In order to alleviate this prob-
lem, Mr. Bell will stop eastbound 4th Street traffic at the Brother Patrick intersection when 
he observes that too many cars are building up in front of the school.  He will also con-
tinue to stop 4th Street and Cedar St. traffic to allow Brother Patrick Drive traffic to turn 
left onto 4th or go straight onto Cedar. 

 On 4th Street during morning drop-off, going around other cars is permitted because of 
the differences in the unload speeds between younger and older children.  Also, our long 
sidewalk along 4th Street permits several cars to unload at once.  As a courtesy to others, 
please use turn signals when you wish to approach or depart from the curb, and please ap-
proach the curb soon after arriving at the front of the school.  The morning volunteers 
keep the sidewalks safe, so your child should arrive safely at the school entrance from any-
where along the 4th Street sidewalk.  When traffic is moderate to heavy, if you are dropping 
off an older child, please stop well before arriving at the schoolõs main entrance, thus al-
lowing younger children to get out closer to the main entrance. 

Please be patient with others involved in the drop-off process each morning.  If you wish 
to avoid the rush between 7:45 and 8:00, you may leave your child under teacher supervi-
sion in the cafeteria between 7:30 and 7:45.  At 7:45 students are released from the cafeteria 
to go to class.  

The first marking period ends on October 21st and report cards will be distributed on October 27th.  Par-
ent/Teacher conferences will follow on Oct. 28th  and 29th, so please come by the office or call to sign up 
for a conference beginning that week.  Please note that if you have any outstanding payment due (ie. Li-
brary fines, lunch, after-school, or picture money owed, etc.), we will hold the report card until it is paid. 

    Finally, thank you for your generous support of our Candy Man fundraiser or your support of the òopt 
outó addition.  We made about $14,000 from the Candy Man sales and another $5000 from the opt-out.  This 
is an awesome way to start off the new year!!  Thank you again for your participation.  As always, your in-
volvement and participation count!
